OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE LAMOURE COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSONER
MEETING-January 3, 2019

Chairman Bob Flath called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag. In attendance
were Commissioners Keith Heidinger, Lee Miller, and Bruce Klein. Absent was Victor Weigel.
Also attending were Auditor Jan Hamlin, Acting Secretary Deb Kindelspire, Highway
Superintendent Josh Loegering, State’s Attorney James Shockman, Patty Wood Bartle from The
Edgeley Mail, and Art Hagebock from The LaMoure Chronicle.

There were no additions to the agenda. Comm Heidinger moved to approve the agenda,
seconded by Comm Klein. Motion carried.

Comm Heidinger moved to approve the minutes from the December 18" meeting, seconded by
Comm Miller. Motion carried.

Comm Heidinger moved to approve the Social Services’ bills, seconded by Comm Klein. Motion
carried. Total: $601.71.

Road Superintendent Josh Loegering gave his report. He updated the commissioners on the
snow removal from December 27 through January 3. He stated that he was unsure about what
to do if the townships do not call him if there are random areas that are blocked by snow,
especially on bus and mail routes. The crew is starting to update the entire sign inventory in
the county. He is working on a culvert and tree policy for approval by the commission. His
suggestion is to keep plantings a minimum distance of 150 feet from the center of any county
road to the first row of trees, but that the commission reserve the right to review any or all
plantings on a case by case basis. No action was taken at this meeting as he and the
commissioners would like to review township policies and tree orders being placed with NRCS
before an ordinance is adopted.

The 27 tons of salt ordered by Loegering was delivered yesterday. The crew is still working in
the pit moving and cleaning rock. They may rent a jaw crusher in late January/early February
depending on the weather. He is meeting with Butler today regarding 3D technology for the
Bear Creek project to determine capabilities and input needs.

Concerning equipment needs: Loegering has agreed to cost share 50/50 with the sheriff’s
department for a speed trailer as they could both use it. He is probably going to purchase a
hydraulic hammer as it would be more cost efficient than renting every year. An Asphalt
Recycler would cost $40,000 new, after seeing the demonstration of it he believes it would be
beneficial to the county. Holes could be patched with hot mix right away, saving steps of filling
and refilling with gravel in colder temperatures. A crack sealing machine would also be
beneficial as it can be used in temperatures down to 10-15 degrees. All the crack sealing could
then be done in March/April, eliminating the need for three seasonal positions at a cost savings
of $25,000.

Loegering also asked if there was a county policy for replacing mailboxes damaged during snow
removal. After some discussion it was determined that if county equipment actually damaged
the box/post that damage could be county responsibility, but if the snow thrown by the plow
caused the damage that would not be the county’s responsibility.

State’s Attorney James Shockman was introduced and welcomed. He stated that he would be
keeping the same office space and legal assistant as the former state’s attorney for the time
being, and that he would do his best to attend all the commission meetings.

The State rate for mileage has been increased to $.58 per mile. Comm Heidinger moved to
adopt the state rate, seconded by Comm Klein. Motion carried.
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DES/911 Coordinator Kimberly Robbins was present to review the Flood Plain Mapping meeting
for LaMoure County held December 18™. The study will now include detailed studies for the
cities of LaMoure and Edgeley, and an approximate study of LaMoure County Rural — the James
River and Twin Lakes Overflow. Community acknowledgement forms will be sent to the
Floodplain Administrators for the two cities and LaMoure County. Robbins stressed the need
for current floodplains to be established for insurance purposes.

Robbins also went over the Mutual Aid Agreement with Mclntosh County. The new agreement
is the same as the previous agreement, and therefore there is no need to proceed with a new
agreement.

Break 9:33 a.m. to 9:43 a.m.

The Revenue Restoration Resolution adopted by the Sargent County Commission was
discussed, but no decision will be made by this commission until the next meeting.

A Gaming Site request for the Horseshoe Saloon in Grand Rapids by the ND Buffalo Foundation
will be further investigated before a decision will be made to approve.

Courthouse closings due to weather were discussed at length. Chairman Flath stated that for
now the policy will remain the same as the handbook currently states. If the courthouse is
closed, employees will not be allowed to come to work. They will have the option of no pay or
using vacation time.

The commissioners reviewed the bills. Comm Heidinger moved to approve, seconded by Comm
Klein. Motion carried.
